	__   Uses phonetic spelling MOSTR, HUMN, KLOSD, etc.)

_   Spelling of high frequency words still spotty (50%)
_    Uses capitals at the beginning   of sentences (50%)

__   Usually uses end punctuation correctly (.!?)

_   Experiments with other punctuation

_   Long paper may be written as one paragraph

_   Attempts standard grammar
	C__   Spelling of high frequency words usually correct (70-80%)

C__   Transitional spelling on less  frequent words (MONSTUR, HUMUN, CLOSSED, etc.)

C__   Capitals at the beginning of sentences and variable use on proper nouns (name, date, months, holidays)

C_    End punctuation is correct (.!?) and other punctuation is attempted (such as commas)

C_   Noun/pronoun agreement, verb tenses, subject/verb agreement
	_   High frequency words spelled correctly (90%)

_   Uses phonetic spelling of words at high level

_   Shows control over standard grammar

_   Punctuation is used correctly and /or creativity

_   Capitals used correctly throughout the story

	__   Poor spacing and letter form
