These report cards are the latest revision.  They are accessible from any of our networked machines, regardless of platform.  They are also accessible from home via any Internet-connected computer.    Many teachers elect to enter their grades and comments from home over the weekend or in the evenings.

     Grade point averages are automatically calculated on the fly.  We have the capability to chart standards student progress either individually or grouped.  Results are generally imported into Brio Enterprise software, then graphed and charted for teacher/district use.  

     We initially developed this software as a web browser enabled data entry tool.  In this form, anyone with an Internet connection and a web browser with CSS capability, (Internet Explorer 4.0 or better), could enter and view grades.  All versions are password protected.  We found the Web version to be slow and somewhat unreliable when accessed by many users simultaneously during “report card season.” 

     We have now purchased site licenses for FileMaker Pro 5.0 using the CTAP software-buying program.   The program is installed on each workstation and access to the data files are gained over a TCP/IP connection.  These report cards are hosted on a Compaq server running Windows NT and FileMaker Pro 5.0 Server software.  Moving to this configuration has greatly improved both access speed and reliability.
